In accordance with the Boston Public Schools’ Arts Education Policy, Curriculum and Instructional Practices/Arts will coordinate a district-wide Instrumental and Vocal Music Festival. The BPS District-Wide Jazz Festival will be held on Friday, January 14, 2011 at Berklee College of Music located at 136 Massachusetts Avenue, Boston, MA 02215.
 

The BPS District-Wide Jazz Festival is based on BPS City-Wide Learning Standards and MA Curriculum Frameworks. The process of creating, performing, and responding to music enriches music teaching and learning in school communities. Both, new and existing instrumental and vocal music programs are encouraged to participate. 

The festival consists of an afternoon of collaborative clinics with Berklee College of Music faculty members. Each group will work with a guest clinician, who will provide a meaningful musical experience for students and teachers, using a Berklee College of Music approach. Following the clinic, ensembles will perform for invited guests. The festival will conclude with a guest appearance by the Berklee College of Music All Stars Jazz Ensemble.
Prior to the festival groups should prepare up to two selections to workshop in the festival clinic and perform in the festival concert; to ensure that each group receives maximum performance time, all performances must not exceed 10 minutes, which includes setup, entering and exiting the stage, and performance. Participating groups will be selected on a first come, first serve basis upon receipt of the school’s signed commitment form by the BPS Arts Department.
